ALL TOASTED THE QUEEN 

A Party of Americans From Great Fal l* 
Join In the Festivities and Have 

More Fun Than Anybody 
In the Dominion. 

Great Falls. June I 'T.-A tr ip to the 
queen's domain, when' the stars and 
stripes and the r n l n n Jaek Moated In 
unison In a grand celebration of the 
queen's Jubilee was a pleasliiK feature 
of the past week. Fond memory In 
the future wil l ofttlmes revert to a day 
spent in Lethbridge by u party of 
Americans who undertook the trip to 
witness lhe festival as Ruests of Hon. 
T. K . Collins, state treasurer, and v i c e -

president of the (ireat Falls & Canada 
railroad. To say that the time was 
well spent is but a mild breath of the 
hospitality that permeated every (pun ­
ter of the little Canadian e Ity and rani; 
out a welcome to visitors f rom far and 
near. 

The party was composed of Hon. T. 
E . Collins, Hon. David Q, Blown--. 
Hon. A . B. Cook, ex-state auditor; J . T. 
Arming-ton and H . H . Aliittennn. vice 
president and (ashler respectively of 
the First National bank: Dr. Sweat. 
Attorney T. K. Brady. Don Wl l l a rd . J . 
(J. McLean. Frank Lewis of Kelt and 
T. D. Wright of the Northern .Mon­
tana bureau of the Standard. The 
party occupied the private car of Presi­
dent Gait, which was appropriately 
decorated w ith the colors of I 'ncle Sain 
and supplied with everything: necessary 
to make the trip pleasant and enjoy­
able. Edward Sims, steward of the 
Electric Ci ty dub, was on board as 
caterer and performed the duties In a 
manner acceptable to all . 

The regular train, to which the pri­
vate car was attached, bore the Belt 
football team, composed of W. ()rr, H. 
Osborne. John Swansnn, A . Wacken-
shavv. T, Bosely. T. Miller. T. Orr. D. 
Orr, J . cii inn s. I). Henderson, W. Hob-
Inson and C. Jones, In charge of Dr. C. 
E . K. V lda l of Belt. Among other pas­
sengers on board were Mr. and Mrs. 
Ha r ry Carr and Mrs. Henderson of Helt. 
Mrs. J . Lathrain of Sand Coulee. Dr. 
Cleveland of Belt and Mr. and Mrs 
Fred Downey of Great Fa l l s . It was 
a most Jovial party, leaving the cares 
of business behind, bent on a season of 
relaxation and pleasure. 

The train was In charge of Daniel 
Carney, conductor; Robert 0. Hagan, 
engineer; George Alexander, fireman, 
and Frank Cole and M . T. Wnghorn. 
brakemen. lEoadmaster Sen man was 
also on board and nothing was over­
looked by the railroad beys to add to 
the comfort and phasm••• of the pas­
sengers. Although serious storms had 
prevailed for several days previous 
Boadmaster Seamon had the road In ex 
cedent condition, and the entire run 
was made at a better average tjian - j 
mites an hour 

The train I "ft (ireat Falls at 7:M Mon­
day evening over the Qroel Falls & 
Canada railroad. At 4 o'clock Tcnsd.'iv 
morning Shelby Junction, where the 
narrow guage crosses the main line of 
the (treat Northern, was rea hed. the 
boundary or International line at ti 
o'clock and Lethbridge. the seat of the 
celebration, was readied a few min­
utes past S o'clock, nearly three hours 
ahead at the tegular schedule t ime The 
trip north was n most Interesting one 
ami mirth, hilari ty and good fellowship 
Prevailed everywhere on the truin. 
Whi le the-route of the (ireat Falls & 
Canada cannot be classed as a pictur­
esque one. It passes through a stretch 
of agricultural and stock raising coun­
try, the superior of which Is not to ba 
found In the Northwest. F rom points 
along this line each year thousands of 
pounds of wool and products of the 
soil find a ready market In Great 
Fal ls . Many Interesting little towns, 
whose sites mark the scenes of inci­
dents In early history, dot the line ami 
furnish food for conversation of mo­
ment to a l l who are famil iar with early 
dnv events. 

Long before the destination was 
reac hed the patty was up und looking 
for new excitement. The culmination 
was reached on the arr ival of the train 
at Lethbridge. As the wheels of the 
ponderous little engine slowed up at the 
depot the Lethbridge hand struck up a 
martial air and amid the strains of 
music the party disembarked and were 
received by a representative committee 
of citizens. An informal reception was 
held and a few minutes later a march 
was made to the American house, where 
quarters were secured for a l l who de­
sired accommodations. 

Lethbridge Is numbered among the 
most progressive cities of the North­
west Territory. Its citizens are com-, 
posed of that class of true Britishers 
who seem to carry as a motto. ' Go 
ahead." This Impression Is first ob­
tained by the visitor as he steps from 
the train and secures a birdseye view 
of the little city. Closer investigation 
reveals that h : - has not been mistaken, 
for on every side can be seen indications 
of Industry and progress. At the head 
of the municipal corporation Is that 
prince of good fellows and enterprising 
business man. Har ry Hently. mayor of 
Lethbridge. and a stockholder in al­
most every enterprise in the city. 

lethbridge is not an eld town, but 
for several years pust has been a n lin-
portsnt mounted police station, and in i 
1<iS4 was Incorporated. Wi th in half a 
mile of the business center of the town 
Is located the mines of the Alberta Coal 
company, producing the famous Leth­
bridge coal. These mines now furnish 
employment to about 20o men. w hose i 
homes are scattered about the town | 
and the mine, where Is located a little 
village of Itself. The city proper is 
mainlv composed of frame buildings 
reared on four sides of a grand pub­
lic square composed of perhaps H 
acres. Immediately surrounding the 
square on two sides are the main busi­
ness streets. Facing th" main street 
on the opposite side of the square from 
the d>|ot is a magnificent brick struc­
ture known as the ntiblic hall Here 
I he clt;- officials are loc ated and in the 
center Is a large and welt-aidoint--.l 
opera house. To the right of the 
rquare and nerhar.s a half a mile dis­
tant is the Gait hospital, a handsome 
t«o -« to ry brick block erected and pre­
sented to the city by Sir Alexander 
Gait, f t is a noble strvcture. intended 
for the uae of sick and Injured em­
ployee of the coal company, which own 
and operate the Great Fa l l s A Canada 
railroad. Through the kindness of Miss 
Chapman, matron of the Institution, 
the visitors were shown through the 
handsomely appointed, nicely arranged 
and neatly kept wards. Fac ing the 
ivaln entrance' to the hospital is a 
handsome marble tablet erected to the 
memory of the donor. The building ts 

modern and capable of offering care and 
shelter for all who may be afflicted. 

East of the hospital la the barracks 
or the Lethbridge detachment of the | 
Northwest mounted police. In charge of 
Captain, or rather Bupertntendent. ' 
Deane. About 75 men report to this 
post. Including those on duty In the dis­
trict. The quarters of toe men and offi­
cers are built with a view to every com­
fort and all are furnished with every 
modern convenience. Discipline Is to 
be seen on every side and a more cour­
teous lot of gentlemen It would be hard 
to find than those who dally regale 
themselves In the brilliant colora of the 
Br i t i sh army. 

The streets of the little city are re­
markably clean, showing that the pres­
ent aa well as the future Is a matter 
looked after by the municipal govern­
ment A branch line of the Canadian 
Pacif ic f rom Dunmore. on the main 
line of the transcontinental railroad. 
Joins the Great Fa l l s * Canada at a 
point about three-quarters of a mile 

I east of the city. This Junction Is to 
be the point of beginning of the famous 
Crows' Nest railroad, some of the con­
tracts for which have already been let. 
The citlsens of Lethbridge an- of one 

[ accord In the belief that tin- new line 
wi l l lie completed for a considerable 
distance this year, and that no time 
wil l be lest in rushing it on to its final 
terminal. Beginning at the Canadian 
I 'udnc Junction the Crows' Nest road 
wil l c ross the old Blood reserve, tlnd 
Belly river at the old String ranch, 
and the'ii cross St. Mary 's river about

The celebration of the Jubil. e it 
Lethbridge was the grandest and most 
elaborate eve nt of the kind in the his­
tory of the town. It began on Tuesday 
morning and continued Wedne sday un­
til lute In the afternoon. The place 
was ggowded with visitors and. with 
Its thousands of Hags and mrcs of 
Br i t i sh colors Moating in the- In.-ex.-, 
presented a scene both pic tun scpie UN 
patriotic. (nie of the most attractWt 
features of an unusually interesting 
programme was the demonstration 
made by the sc hool children of Leth­
bridge. The little folks to the number 
of 500 or more assembled at the city 
hall and marched in stately procession 
through the principal strefts to the 
public square. Each child was hand­
somely attired In white and aside from 
wearing a sash made of bunting car­
ried a small Bri t ish flag. Each room 
or department was in charge of its 
te acher and tin y. too. displayed loyalty 
to the ciueen by wearing the national 
colors and carrying the union Jack. 
Accompanied by three bands playing 
"God Save the QMn" and other na­
tional anthems the little ones marched 
to the square- and took an active part 
In a very nicely arranged programme 
of exercises. It was a very pretty 
scene and evoked the enthusiastic ap­
plause of the multitude who lined the 
main thoroughfares. 

A lengthy programme of games fur­
nished a portion of the amusement In 
the open squure and held the crowd 
for hours, Thry consisted of haseball 
games, football, quoits, catching a 
greased pig und other athletic sports, 
in which the- Bell boys took a promi­
nent part and succeeded In carrying 
away a large number of prises.

A few years more 
and the crumbling mass wi l l have .Ms-
appeared and there wi l l be nothing le ft 
to mark the- location of what at one 
time was tin largest t rai l ing fort in the 
Northwest. 

The old town has not remained stag-
nunl. however, even If the redskins are-
conspicuous by their absence and 
steamboat traffic has ceased to bt a 
factor in the commercial prosperity of 
the town. The onward march of c iv i l ­
ization, which built up the state, has 
left its footprints there and the public 
buildings arc among the finest In the 
entire gtstf. The court house. Jail, 
school building! and churches compare 
more, than favorably cvlth other cities 
of the Northwest and the- principal 
streets an- studded with many hand­
some buildings, in set i nut l ast Is these 
erec ted In-th» early clays of the place 
IKSSS arc- largely OO Uplsd bv old rest-
ib-uts who have 1 n engaged in busi­
ness there for a third of a century and 
less.
